Ragwort conirol

Spray when the maijority of planfs are in the rosefte stage and growing vigorously
in the autumn or spring but before the flower spines starf to grow. Fields for hay or
silage the following spring should be sprayed in the preceding autumn. Fields fo
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e grazed should be treated in the spring. Common ragwort will require spraying
over a minimum of 2-years for complete control.

Where ragwort is present users should consult the Code of Practice on How to
Prevent the Spread of Ragwaort. Ragwort plants sprayed with this herbicide are
more palatable and contain higher levels of toxins. Animals should be excluded
from treated areas until any ragwort has completely recovered or died and there is
no visible sign of the dead weed. Do not include freated ragwort in hay or silage
Crops.

MIXING AND SPRAYING

Before use ensure that the spraying equipment has been thoroughly cleaned. Half-
fill the spray fank with clean water.  With the confents of spray fank under re-
circulation, add the measured quantities of THRUST through the filter. Top up the tank
with water fo the required level and maintain re-circulafion until the tank is sprayed
out.

Apply the recommended quantity of THRUST through a conventional hydraulic
sprayer using a MEDIUM spraly to cover the weed leaves evenly and thoroughly.
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After each days use, wash out with water and wetting agent. Wash out again with
water, drain and allow to dry. Traces of herbicide left in the sprayer may damage
susceptible crops if these are subsequently sprayed using the same equipment.

Avoid spray drift onto neighbouring crops and all broad-leaved plants outside the
tfarget area. Do not spray in windy weather. Beets, all brassicas including oilseed
rape, leftuce, peas, potatoes, tomatoes, all fruit crops and ornamentals are
particularly susceptible to 2,4-D and may be damaged by spray drift.

Knapsack Application
This method is recommended for spot freatment of weeds and patches of Docks.
Apply as a medium spray to just before run-off occurs.

WEATHER AND GROWING CONDITIONS

Apply to a dry crop when rain is not forecast for af least 12 hours. Optimum results
are obtained when the weeds are actively growing under good soil and weather
condifions. Reduced weed control may e obtained during drought or cold
weather. If rain falls shortly affer application, the effect of THRUST may be reduced.

RESISTANCE MANAGEMENT

When herbicides with the same mode of action are used repeatedly over several
years in the same field, selecftion of resistant biotypes can take place. These can
propagate and may become dominating. A weed species is considered to be
resistant to a herbicide if it survives a correctly applied freatment at the
recommended dose. A sfrafegy for prevenfing and managing such resistance
should e adopted. This should include integrating herbicides with a programme
of cultural confrol measures. Guidelines have been produced by the Weed
Resistance Action Group and copies are avdailable from the HGCA, CPA, your
distributor, crop adviser or product manufacturer.
